This is the Fifth Year Anniversary of the Annual Prayer and Fasting for the Victims of Trafficking. This year we would like to make a unique
request. As | have traveled the southern territory and trained at hundreds of people on the domestic minor sex trafficking in the United States, the
guestion of what we can do to assist the victims comes up frequently. | usually suggest something small such as quilted prayer squares. One
woman, after attending my presentation at The Clearwater Salvation Army Home League started sewing. In her letter to me, she stated, “After |
got started | was so enjoying myself making different squares and putting them together that | bought more material and made more.” | have
attached a picture of her squares.

The National Center for Missing and Exploited Children estimates that there are 200,000 to 300,000 children who are victims of commercial sexual
exploitation. These children are largely ignored by the media and American government. The average age in which children are recruited into
prostitution is 13. Purchasers of children for sexual purposes are husbands, boyfriends, brothers, fathers, cousins, friends and coworkers. These
are the men everyone thinks of as the “normal guy”

My request this year is that we, as a territory, make “quilted prayer squares” that can later be joined together to make a quilt. 1 am hoping we can
make a quilt as large as the Aid’'s Quilt to demonstrate The Salvation Army’s commitment to the victims of trafficking.

This would be a wonderful teaching opportunity about trafficking while doing a project that is completed in Sunday school, bible study, camps,
councils, lunch hours, etc. Make sure that you discuss trafficking issues and pray for the victims as you work. Each square should be no larger
than 12 X 12; include batting in the middle and should include a bible verse, spiritual quote or message for survivors. You may write your
message(s) directly onto the square. Once your square(s) are completed, please forward them to me at THQ. We would like all of the southern
territory to participate and be represented by your square when we unveil the quilt on the weekend of September 24-27, 2010.

Instructions
Choose a pattern that is easy to make as a 12" square.
Choose complementary fabrics that provide a good contrast.
Make a template from light cardboard for each piece of block, including 1/4" seam allowances on all sides.
If you have a rotary cutter and board, cut strips according to sizes needed, including 1/4" seam allowances on all sides.
Sew all pieces of block together.
On reverse side, press light fabrics towards darker fabrics.
Write inspirational message/verse desired on block.
Cut a piece of fabric 12-1/2" square for backing.
Cut a piece of quilt batting/flannel/blanket 12-1/2" square.
Place "good" side of backing fabric and "good" side of quilt block facing each other, then place batting on outside of either side of fabrics.
Pin all layers in place to prevent slippage while sewing.

Begin on any side approximately 1 - 2" from right-hand corner and sew all around, stopping 1 - 2" from last corner turned. This should
leave an opening of about 8 - 10" for turning.

Turn inside out, using a pencil eraser or similar long object to "press" out the corners after turning to ensure pointed corners.

With seams of opening turned inward, sew opening closed approximately 1/8" from edge of block.
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
